c. He may be subject to disciplinary action because of an
intenticnal violation of these and other regulations, cither in
letter or in spirit, and in extreme cases of offense, where in-
vestigation proves the circumstances warrant, the corre-
spondent may be placed in arrest to await deportation or trial
by a court martial.

B 18. VIisITING CORRESPONDENT.—(. A visiting correspondent,
as differentiated from an accredited correspondent, is one
who has permission from the Commander in Chief or the
Secretary of War to visit the field force for the purpose of
securing information or photographic material for publica-
tion after return from the visit.

b. Visiting correspondents will be limited tc a specific itin-
erary as outlined in their letter of authorization, and will be
accompanied ordinarily by a conducting officer. When not
s0 accompanied, they will carry a letter from the intellizence
officer of the field force. They arc treated more in the nature
of visitors than correspondents. They will comply with the
regulations governing accredited correspondents, with the
following modifications:

(1) They will not be required to wear the prescribed uni-
form but will wear the proper brassard.

(2) As a measure of protection tc the accredited corre-
spondents serving with the field forces, visifing correspond-
