be given correspondents to permit them to periorm emcientiy
and intellizently their work of keeping the public informed
of the activities of our forces within the limits dictated by
military necessities.

c. So far as the exigencies of the service permit, corre-
spondents will receive, without charge, the same mediczal
treatment as that accorded officers.

d. Correspondents are free to converse with troops when-
ever they wish to do so, subject to the approval of the officer
present with the troops in question. They are requested and
expected, however, to refrain from conversing with troops at
work or on guard, or from discussing subjects or soliciting
answers to matters which are clearly secret. i

E 5. APPLICATION.—a. Application to accompany U. 8. Army
forces in the field will be submitted by the individual or by
the agency concerned to the Director, War Department Bu-
reau of Public Relations, Washington, D. C.
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in the field, and the necessary limitations as to the numbers
of correspondents accredited to the ficld forces in any one
theater of operations, the War Department will accredit only
experienced newspaper men; all other conditions being equal,
preference will be given to newspaper men with past mili-
tary experience or past experience in the coverage of large
maneuvers.

d. No officer, enlisted man, or civilian employee of the mili-
tary forces serving in the theater of operations will be per-
mitted to be a correspondent for any publication without the
written permission of the theater or base commander. Cor-
respondents will not use military titles in signing dispatches.

B 7. screEmENT.—Defore final acceptance a correspondent
will be required to sign an agreement, in triplicate, as follows:
